Schod. Hethen cdled his mother over andtold her whol was and all abou the presentation
we had. Hewasinterested, and heppy to be sharing his new foundknowledge. And aherswill
too. With every question we answer, and every pieceof information we share, people begin
to understand. We dl have arole to pay in this educaion. Epilepsy is nat something to be
ashamed of, or to hidefrom others.

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Research Suggests Topiramate May Lead To Kidney Stones In Children

hildren taking the
( anti-epileptic  drug
topiramate may

develop kidney stones,
acording to a new study.

Reseachers at Tufts

University studied 40

children given topiramate

to trea their epilepsy

between 1997and 2003 Teststo analyzethelevelsof cdciumand
credinein the urine were taken, bah at the start of the study and
at alater date.

Seven of the 40 chil dren have "high levels of cdcium” at the start
of the trial and d these three developed kidney stones or
nephrocacinosis found on itrasound. When compared to the
normal group,the seven showed a greder increase in the rate of
change in levels of cdcium and credine.

However, lead author and pediatric neurologist Dr Sarah Barnett,
presenting the reseach to the aanual meding of the American
Society of Nephrology, said that despitethe gopeaanceof kidney
stones in these children, some & young as 18 months, she still

considered topiramate to still be the "drug of choice' for seizure
disorders, but cautioned that children on topiramate must be
followed closely.

She said:

"Inadults, oy 1.5 per cent had evidenceon utrasound d kidney
stones, but it©s almost 10 per cent in kids. This is a new
anti-epil eptic drug and deesredly well i n controlli ng sei zuresthat
are nat controlled well by traditional medicaions... It was a
serendipitous finding, something picked upby our nephrologists
working with neurologists. We just foundwe were sending alot
of these kids over to nephrology for help managing kidney
stones.”

"When we took the kids off the drug, [the dfed] was totally
reversible. We did ancther renal ultrasound and the stone had
gone. So some we took off the drug and foundanather, or we
brought down the dosage. Basicdly, we were just vigilant and
watched the cdcium levels and dd periodic ultrasouncs."”

Dr Barnett and her coll eagues now plan to dofurther studies on
topiramate and kidney stones.

Warning Over Links Between Sodium Valproate and Birth Defeds

body resporsiblefor ensuring the safety of medication, hes
issued awarning abou women o chil d-beaing agetaking
the anti-epil eptic drug sodium valproate.

T he Committeeon Safety of Medicines, the UK government

Figures from the UK Epil epsy and Pregnancy Register, issued in
October 2002,showed that the risk of birth defeds in children
born to women taking sodium valproate was two to threetimes
that of women taking other anti-epileptic drugs such as
cabamazepine or lamotrigine.

The Committeehas advised that:

aVomen of childbeaing age shoud na be prescribed sodium
valproate withou spedalist neurologicd advice Women taking
sodium valproate who are likely to beame pregnant shoud
recave spedalist advice If taken duing pregnancy sodium
valproate shoud be prescribed as monaherapy at the lowest
effedive dose. Folic add suppements prior to preghancy may
reducethelikelihood d birth defedsin infants born to women at
high risk 2

A spokesman for Epil epsy Action welcomed the adion taken by
the Committee

"In owr ongoing women©s campaign, we have
strongly encouraged women with epilepsy
planning a pregnancy to seek pre-conception
counselling, including a dear and
understandable eplanation o their
anti-epileptic drug option duing their
pregnancy. Women with epilepsy

shoddn©t take sodium vaproate

withou spedalist advice and those

aready taking the drug shoud na stopwithou talking to
their doctor first.

aVhile we redise that for some women sodium valproate is the
most appropriate drug to control their condtion, we do believe
they shoud al be assessed by a spedalist and their medication
reviewed. It isimportant that women are ale to make informed
choices."

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Epilepsy and Your Dentist

Abou 11 percent of the popuation will suffer some sort of
seizure beforeturning 80yeasold. Whileonly abou 3 percent of
the popuation will suffer from epilepsy. Ead seizure can be
frightening and pdentially dangerous for the suff erer.

Additionall y, seizures may have implications for oral hedth and
dental care, acording to arecent isaue of General Dentistry, the
clinicd journal of the Academy of Genera Dentistry (AGD).

So if you suffer from seizures, it is crucial that you keep your
dentistinformed, acording to author Eric T. Stooper, DMD. ©It©s
extremely important for patients to give their dentist a thorough
history of their seizures and lists of medicaions, as well as their
medicaion levels and Hood test results, if necessary. Dentists
also shoud be updated on mtients© progress with their
neurologists and aher hedth professonals,© says Dr. Stooper.

Seizures can be aldressed either through surgery, or medicaion;
but anti-seizure drugs often have side dfeds that can cause oral
hedth problems or complicae dental procedures. Additionaly,
drugs commonly used in dentistry could induce seizure activity

in epil eptics.

Dr. Stooper urges wizure suff erers to make sure their dentist is
aware of their spedfic condtions. And most important, you
shoud make sure you are mwmfortable that your dentist knows
how to hande a seizure shoud you have one during a dental
treament, says Dr. Stoofder.

©Armeavvith the full knowledge of a patient©s condtion, a dentist
can take dl the necessary steps to ensure asafe and comfortable
visit,© acording to Mark Ritz an AGD spokesperson.

Drs. Ritz and Stooder also urge eoileptics to visit their dentist
frequently, as 9de df eds such asdry mouth and overgrown gums
require caeful attentionto oral hygiene.

(overgrown gums)

. Delayed heding

. Blealing gums

Dental Visit Tips For People With Epilepsy:

. Take medicaion grior to appantment.

. Inform your dentist of complete medicd history,
including seizurehistory, medications, medicdionlevels,
bloodlevels, and contad info for hedth care providers.

. Schedule gpantments within a few hous of taking
medicaion.

. Tell the dental team immediately if you see a aura.

. Avoid drinking alcohd before your appdntment.

Elderly With Epilepsy Often Misdiagnosed I nitially

ore focused attention to symptoms and more frequent
M asessment may improve diagnosis of elderly patients

with epil epsy, acording to results of arecent study.
Epilepsy is often under-diagnosed in elderly individuals,
acordingtolealreseacher Mark Spitz, MD, Diredor, University
of Colorado Epilepsy Center. The reason is primarily becaise
physicians mistake the @ndtion for cardiac arhythmia,
Alzheimer©s disease or transient ischaemic dtadks (TIAS).

New-onset epilepsy likely is more common in the elderly than
many physicians redize Primary care physicians who are
unfamili ar with the disorder therefore need to be more dert to
patient self-reported symptoms that could indicate less obvious
forms of epil epsy than those daraderised by grand mal seizures,
Dr. Spitz noted. Simplepartial seizures, for example, may bemore
difficult for nonneurologists to deted and dagnose acarrately.

Dr. Spitz and colleagues dudied 159 m@tients in three medicd
centers and foundthat the average delay to corred diagnosis of
epilepsy was 1.7 yeas. Although petients who presented with
generalised tonic-clonic seizures were quickly and acairately
diagnosed, only 20% of those with complex partial seizures were
corredly diagnosed oninitial assesgment. Among those patients,
many were not properly diagnosed urtil several months after the
initial exam during which they reported symptoms.

Patientswho presented at VA clinicswith simple partial seizures
waited amedian of 2 months before corred diagnaosis was made.
Of those patients, 23% were diagnosed as having TIAS.

None of the participants had dementia or other known fatal
ill nesses that might have produced epil epsy-li ke symptoms.

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Can Video Games Cause Epil epsy?

Christmas tree this past yea. Between the X-Box,

Playstations, and Game Cubes, there's hardly any kids
these daysthat doesn't own at least one of them. But what effeds
can these games have onthe brain, and can these fun amusements
adually cause eilepsy? Not Quite.

M any new video game mnsoles arrived unde the

Reportsin newspapers and ontelevision have heightened pulic
awareness that playing video games can, in rare caes, trigger
seizures, bu thereis noscientific evidencethat video games can
cause epilepsy. Playing video games is an extremely common
pastime for many children, and they often play them for long
periods of time. Because goilepsy isa common dsorder, it isnot
surprising that some children will have their seizures while
playingvideo games, just by coincidence. How oftenthishappens,
and to what extent the games trigger the seizures, if at all, isnot
known.

Stress fatigue, or hyperventilation may trigger seizures during
video games in some dildren who have eil epsy. Children who
are phaosensitive, in whom flashing lights or flickering images
can trigger seizures or epilepsy waves on the
dedroencephalogram (EEG), may have seizures diredly
asciated with playing video games. Photosensitivity occurs in
only abou 3% of people with epilepsy, however, so almost all
children who have eilepsy shoud be @le to play video games
without ill effeds. Restricting a child from playing video games
simply becaise he or she has epil epsy isnot justified.

Parents who are unsure whether a cild who hes epilepsy is
phaosensitive shoud ched with the doctor. Photosensitive
children may be ale to pday some games quite safely but have
problems with ahers. Medicaion can doften prevent seizures
caused by phaosensitivity.

For parentswhoare concerned abou the passblerisk of seizures,
it may be helpful to olserve the dhild during the game and watch
for brief episodes of blank staring in which the dild seems
momentarily frozen in place or for rapid Wlinking or twitching of
the mouth or face jerking movements of other parts of the body,
lossof attention, krief inability to talk or respond, @ reportsfrom
the child that things look, sound,smell, or fed different than
usual. Although the presence of one or more of these signs does
not necessarily mean that a chil d hasepil epsy or isphaosensitive,
it would be agoodideato tell the doctor.

The following suggestions, adapted from ways of reducing the
risk of seizures in phdosensitive dildren while they watch
television, may be helpful with regard to video games:

Play in a well-lighted room to reduce the @ntrast
between the lighted screen and the surroundng area
Reducing the brightnessof the screen may be helpful.

Kee asfar badk from the screen as possble.

Use smaller screens in which it is more difficult to see
the horizontal scan lines.

Avoid playing for long periods.

Take regular bre&s, and look away from the screen
every oncein awhile.

Cover ore gye while playing, aternating between the
right eye and the left eye.

Stop the game if strange or unusual fedings develop.

Consult your doctor if a dild has drange or
uncomfortabl e sensations caused by li ght shimmeringon
water, sunlight flickering through the trees, or flashing
strobe lights, or any usual readionto light.

By following these simple tips and Lsing common sense, nealy
everyone will be @leto enjoy the fun and chall enge of the latest
video games safely and seizure free

n Seizure service dogs are becoming increasingly popuar

A ‘seizure dog' has been spedally trained to respond orme a
seizure has commenced hy getting help, proteding the person
during the seizure, or leading the person to safety during a
complex partial seizure.

What abou seizure-alert dogs? These ae the seizure dogs that
some daim can somehow predict the onset of a seizure and dert
their master well beforethe seizure adually occaurs. Isthisfad or
fiction?

Acoording to a Briti sh study pulished in thejournal Seizure, six
pre-seleaed dogs were successully trained by the Suppat Dogs
Training Centrein Sheffield Englandto pick up onsubtle dhanges
intheir masters' body language or behaviour 15-45minutesbefore
the onset of aseizure, andto provide derting signalsto warn that
aseizure was abou to ocaur.

In Canada, seizure dog trainers do nd promise that the dogs they
train will be aleto deted seizuresin advance

A word of caution. Seizure Dogs are expensive to train and still
difficult to aqquire. You may need to be on a waiting list, and
asked to help cover costs by fundraising.

At menopause, some women experience a tiange in the
A patterns of their seizures.

Ashormonal changesoccur, somewomen experienceseizuresfor
the first time in menopause or their seizures change. Other
women experience areaurrence of seizures that were previously
controlled.

During perimenopause, or the yeas leading up to menopause,
there is a gradual dedine in the amounts of estrogen and
progesterone in the blood as the ovaries produce lesshormones.
The fluctuations of these hormones in the system can affed
seizures. With the changesin the body's metabadlism at thistime
of life, bood levels of seizure medication may change and
daosages may have to be dtered.

With the ungredictability of ovulation duing this period,
unpanned pregnancies can also occur.

Hormone replacament therapy is an opion for women with
epilepsy but possble interadions of this treament with your
seizure medication and any impad it might have onyour seizures
shoud be mnsidered.
