Never head of non-epil eptic seizures?
How abou one of the other terms used
for them such as Psychogenic Seizures
or Pseudo-Seizures? Just the names
aore imply al sorts of negative
conndations. In fad, the whoe
topic can be a minefield of
controversy for doctors,
neurologists and petients.

What is a Non-Epil eptic Seizure?

The compli cationbegins becaise non-epil eptic seizures may look
very much like epileptic seizures, bu they are not caused by
abnamal brain eledricd discharges. They areaduall y asymptom
of psychdogicd distress Frequently, patientswith nonepil eptic
seizures may look like they are eperiencing generalized
convulsions similar to tonic clonic seizures with falling and
shaking. Lessfrequently, they may look li ke absenceor complex
partial seizures. A physician may susped non-epil eptic seizures
when the seizures have unwsua fedures auch as type of
movements, duration, triggers and frequency

Non Epileptic Seizuresare NOT Fake Seizures

People who have nonepileptic seizures are not faking or
pretending. They are indeed very red and in most people have
developed in readion to a specific traumatic event, such as
physicd or sexual abuse, divorce deah of aloved ore, or other
grea lossor sudden change.

Nonepileptic seizures occur when the psychdogic conflict
bemmes unconsciously converted to resemble those of a
neurologicd disorder. It tends to develop duing addescence or
ealy adulthood but may occur at any age. It appeas to be
somewhat more cmmon among women.

What to Do If You Have Concerns?

It may takemany yeasfor individualsto get an acaratediagnosis
of their nonepileptic seizures. Within ou current medicd
system, doctors and neurol ogists can often only mee with patients
infrequently, and even then appaintments may result only in an
adjustment to the dosage of medicationsthe person may be taking.

Diagnosis can be further complicated by an uncertain EEG. The
primary key in distinguishing between epil eptic and non-epil eptic
seizuresrestswith the presenceof abnormal brain eledricity onan
EEG. However, an EEG will only show seizure adivity that is
happening while aperson is conneded to the macdine, so aclea
EEG may simply indicate no seizure adivity taking placeat that
moment, or it may indicate no eledrica abnormaliti es at al.

Muddling things even more is that some people ca exhibit both
epileptic and non-epil eptic seizures creaing a combination that
may leave both doctor and patient perplexed.

If you have been diagnosed with epilepsy and no medicéions
seam to control your seizures, talk to your neurologist about non-
epileptic seizures. It's pasdgble that non-epil eptic seizures may
have nothingto dowith what you are experiencing, but then again,
if it is, you may be on your way to finally finding some reli ef.

A daughter complained to her father about her life and how things were so hard for her. She was tired of fighting and struggling. It seemed as one problem was solved a new one arose.

Her father took her to the kitchen. He filled three pots with water and placed each on a high fire. Soon the pots came to a boil. In one he placed carrots, in the second he placed eggs, and
the last he placed ground coffee beans. He let them sit and boil, without saying a word. After about twenty minutes he turned off the burners set each item in a different bowl. He brought
her closer and asked her to feel the carrots. She did and noted that they were soft. He then asked her to take an egg and break it. After pulling off the shell, she observed the hard-boiled
egg. Finally, he asked her to sip the coffee. She smiled, as she tasted its rich flavor. She asked: "What does it mean?"

He explained that each of them had faced the same adversity, boiling water, but each reacted differently. The carrot went in strong, hard, and unrelenting. But after being subjected to the
boiling water, it softened and became weak. The egg had been fragile. Its thin outer shell had protected its liquid interior. But after sitting through the boiling water, its inside became hardened.
The ground coffee beans were unique however. After they were in the boiling water, they had changed the water.

"Which are you," he asked his daughter. "When adversity knocks on your door, how do you respond? Are you a carrot, an egg, or a coffee bean? Are you the carrot that seems hard, but
with pain and adversity do you wilt and become soft and lose your strength? Are you the egg, which starts off with a malleable heart? Were you a fluid spirit, but after a death, a breakup,
a divorce, or a layoff have you become hardened and stiff? Your shell looks the same, but are you bitter and tough with a stiff spirit and heart? Or are you like the coffee bean? The bean
changes the hot water (the very thing that is bringing the pain) and rises to its peak flavor when the water boils at 212 degrees Fahrenheit. When the water gets the hottest the coffee tastes
even better. If you are like the bean, when things are at their worst, you get better and make things better around you.

Aicardi's Syndrome
Overview

Aicadi's Syndromeisonly ever seenin girls,
and usually appeasin thefirst yea of life,
however it can occasiondly be seen in the
neo-natal period. It occurs becaise of an
abnamality in the development of the
brain prior to hirth. Aicadi's
Syndromeisrare and does nat runin

famili es. The long term prognosis is

poar with reduced life expedancy due

to severe seizures and other physicd
problems.

Symptoms

& Epilepsy ealy in life, usually starting with infantile
spasms, with the posshilit y of progressngto other types
of seizures.

Other abnarmaliti es may be present, including those of
the spine, fadal charaderistics, or of the heat.
Developmental delays from an ealy age. Stiffnessor
extreme weeknessof one or more limbs.

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Vitamin D Improves Bone LossDue to Epilepsy Drugs
It'swell known that, taken for long periods, anti-epil epsy drugs
can led to brittle bores. Now, reseachers have shown that
high-dose vitamin D therapy significantly improvesbore minera
density in this stuation.

American University of Beirut Medicd Center compared the
effeds of low-dose and Hgh-dose vitamin D on bore minera
density in 72 adults and 78children and adolescents taking anti-
epil epsy medications.

At the start of the study, 34 percent of the alults were in the
deficient range of vitamin D levels and 46 mrcent were in the
insufficient range. Among children, the correspondng figures
were 18 percent and 44 percent. Bonemineral density was below
normal intheadults, but in the chil dren and adolescentsit was still
in the normal range.

After treament, nore of the adults and only afew of the children
in the high-dose group still had vitamin D deficiency, and
relatively few had vitamin D insufficiency, theresearchersreport.
Bone density in adults assgned to high-dose vitamin D increased
significantly, but it didn't change much in the low-dose vitamin D
group,thereport indicates. For children, bore density increased
with both low and high doses of vitamin D, the reseachers sy,
with no dff erences between the dose grougs.

Despite the improvements in adults, however, bore density
remained below normal even after ayea of vitamin D therapy.

Commonplace Sugar Compound Silences Seizures
A new study suggests that a swed-tasting compoundcdled 2DG
has gred potential as atreament for epil epsy.

2DG (2-deoxy-glucose) has long been used in radio labeling,
medicd scanning and cancer imaging studiesin humans. But now
reseachers have found the substance dso blocks the onset of
epileptic seizuresin [aboratory rats.

"We pumped the rats full (of 2DG) and still saw no side dfeds,
| see2DG as an epil epsy management treament much likeinsulin
is used to tred diabetes.”

Despite the promise of 2DG, it is estimated that it will be five
yeas beforethe compoundis avail able for human use. It needsto
be subjeded to toxicity studies and clinicd trials before it can
recaeve gprova and be made avail able to the pubic.

University of Wisconsin-Madison, October 15", 2006

New Drug May Work as Anti-epil eptic Medication
Schwarz Pharma has presented data suggesting that it may be
posshbleto trea epil epsy using their drug lacosamide.

Phase Il trials investigated the safety and aa usage of
lacosamide as an add-on therapy for adults with urcontrolled
partial seizures.

Seizures were reduced by 15 per cent in people that took 400mg
per day. Duringthetrial, lacosamide was generally well tolerated,
with dizziness headache and doulbe vision being the most
commonly reported side-eff eds.

"Lacosamideisapromising new compoundwith anovel mode of
adion, and it has the potential to play an important role in the
management of epil epsy.”

Unlike traditional anti-epil eptic drugs, lacosamide is believed to
reduce neuron transmissons in the brain. The tria will be
submitted to the regulatory agenciesin both the European Union
andthe US.

Implanted Devices Could Predict, Stop Seizures
Approximately one-fourth of peoplewith epil epsy can't betreaed.
Now, scientists are exploring new ways to predict seizures and
stop them before they start.

Reseachersat the University of Pennsylvaniain Philadelphiaare
studying how to predict when a seizure will happen in the hopes
that treaments, like implanted brain stimulators, will stop the
seizure from happening.

New ways are being developed to program devices to recognize
the beginning of a seizure. These devices, like the Neuropace
Resporsive Neuro Stimulator, would essentially zep the brain
bad into a normal mode of behavior. The seaet is to give the
treament in enowgh time to stop the cascade of eventsthat lead to
afull-blown seizure.

The discovery that some types of seizures develop over minutes,
even hous, before a seizure is apparent has led reseachersin a
new diredion of epilepsy reseach, which could lead to more
eff edive seizure control.
